"Overall, | think the military views the dog as equipment, and any handler will tell you that's not
the case," he said. ""My dog and | have been together two and half years. We don't have to tell each
other what to do. She just knows what | want her to do. I don't even have to give her commands. To
me, they're not really dogs. They're like an extra body out there that you have to take care of,
because they're taking care of you."
