This has been a very, very busy month for us! From November 1% to the 7" we have added four
new kennels to our support project. Once again we have troops on the ground at Kirkuk and FOB
Warrior. This is our first time to have handlers at Camp Cropper and Camp Bucca; that’s right -
16 new handlers to the OD& P and K-9 Supply programs.

We are also continuing our support of three kennels at Camp Diamondback, Iraq, Manus AB,
Kyrgyzstan, and Camp Lemonier, Africa. There are six personnel at those locations.

As of this month, unless I’ve read our records incorrectly, we have supported 16 kennels in the
AOR (Area of Operation).
